Dear City Clerk Farina,

Please be advised that a hearing will be held during the November 2, 2016 City Council Meeting at 7:00 p.m. on the proposed prequalification requirements for the 9/11 Memorial Project in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-25. 

By way of background regarding this project, the City of Hoboken was awarded a grant from the Department of Community Affairs for the construction of a September 11th Memorial. The project architect Demetri Sarantitis issued the project specifications on September 30, 2016 which set forth prequalification requirements. 

The specifications describe a series of fabricated glass lites, placed within and mounted upon a custom stainless steel framework. The City is seeking a single contractor to be responsible for fabrication, assembly, and installation of all glass and above grade stainless steel. Therefore the City will be accepting proposals for a glass and glazing contractor. Metal work will also be required, but may be subcontracted. 
 
The specifications setting forth the prequalification requirements will be posted on the City’s website and available for review at the Office of the City Clerk in Hoboken City Hall located on the first floor at 94 Washington Street. Public notice of this hearing shall be published in the official City newspapers: the Jersey Journal and the Bergen Record. This notice shall also be posted on the City of Hoboken website. Please ensure that the City Council members are noticed of this hearing in accordance with applicable laws and rules.
