1. Introduction

The City of Hoboken has prepared the HUD Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program Year 2016 Annual Action Plan,
which covers the second year goals described in the City's 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan. The Action Plan identifies the activities to
be funded with CDBG funds to be received from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for Program Year 2016.
The FY 2016 Annual Action Plan will serve the following functions for the City:

e An application for federal funds under HUD's formula grant programs; and
e An action plan that provides a basis for assessing the City's performance of HUD's goals.

2. Summarize the objectives and outcomes identified in the Plan
The National goals for the housing and community development programs covered by the 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan and Annual
Action Plan are:

e To provide decent housing;
¢ To establish and maintain a suitable living environment; and
e To expand economic development opportunities primarily for persons of low-to-moderate income.

The City anticipates that 100% of its Program Year 2016 CDBG funds will be expended for activities that benefit low to moderate-
income persons. For Program Year 2016, the City anticipates receiving from HUD $1,096,150 of CDBG funds.

The City will fund activities in furtherance of the objectives and priorities identified in the Consolidated Plan's Five-year Strategic Plan
covering 2015-2019.

3. Evaluation of past performance
Performance of completed and ongoing community development projects and public service activities are currently monitored in
various ways depending on the type of program and reporting requirements. The City conducted in-person monitoring visits with a
select group of sub recipients receiving Program Year 2015 funds during the month of March 2016. The activity of monitoring sub
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recipients helps promote quality performance, as well as identifying any need for further technical assistance. The following are types
of monitoring are performed by staff throughout Program Year 2015:

Performance Monitoring;

Public Service program income-benefit monitoring;
Financial monitoring;

Davis-Bacon Compliance; and

Environmental Review Compliance.

The City will report progress on meeting its five-year and annual goals through the Consolidated Performance and Evaluation Report
(CAPER). As a first year Entittement Community, Hoboken's first CAPER will be prepared subsequent to the submission of the
2016 Annual Action Plan to HUD.

4, Summary of Citizen Participation Process and consultation process

The City followed procedures from its Citizen Participation Plan in preparing the Program Year 2016 Annual Action Plan, advertising
the amount of annual financial assistance expected to be received from HUD and the range of activities to be undertaken by the City
with allocated funds.

The City announced the availability of 2016 CDBG applications via a February 19, 2016 press release and social media (Facebook)
updates. The announcement was also posted on the City’s website on the day of the press release. The notice contained instructions
on requesting an application, which are currently due on April 1, 2016. The Jersey Journal published the announcement on March 9,
2016.

The City conducted a CDBG Annual Action Plan Public Meeting on March 3, 2016. A public notice for this meeting was published in
the Jersey Journal on February 6, 2016. An online survey was made available through the City's website on February 1, 2016 and
will close on April 1, 2016. City staff presented an overview of the CDBG program before an approximately one-hour public
hearing. Current survey results, as of March 3, were made available during the presentation. Once a DRAFT Annual Action Plan is
prepared, a hard copy will be available for review at the City of Hoboken Public Library, the City Clerk’s Office, and in the Department
of Community Development in Hoboken City Hall. A second public hearing will take place at a Hoboken City Council meeting on May
4, 2016 where the Annual Action Plan will be considered for approval.

All materials will be available in a form accessible to persons with disabilities and in a style for individuals that do not speak English,
when requested. A total of 237 individuals responded to the survey as of April 1, 2016.

5. Summary of public comments

The City held an Annual Action Plan Public Meeting on March 3, 2016. City staff made a presentation of the CDBG program and its
National Objectives, current and previous funding levels, current projects and goals. Attendees included representatives from the
Hoboken Shelter, Hoboken Housing Authority, Urban Renewal Corporation, Hudson County Cancer Coalition, Hoboken Family
Planning, Boys and Girls Club of Hudson County, Jersey City’s Division of Community Development, HOPES Community Action
Partnership, MBS Urban Renewal, Hoboken Public Library, Saint Matthews Trinity Church, True Mentors, The Sharing Place, and
Yolan Society Church. Representatives from The Jubilee Center and Mile Square Early Learning Center submitted comments
regarding their programs via email.

Comments are summarized as follows: 13 persons spoke in support of funding homeless services and facilities; 2 persons spoke in
support of funding improvements (quality of life and infrastructure) to the Hoboken Housing Authority; 2 persons spoke in support of
funding health care services; 1 person spoke in support of funding youth services; 1 person spoke in support of child care services. A
summary of public comments is attached to the Annual Action Plan.

Physical
copies of this public notice were also posted at the City’s Multi-Service Center, the Hoboken Public Library and the Hoboken Housing
Authority. On February 16, 2016, HUD notified the City of Hoboken of its FY 2016 CDBG allocation, in the amount of $1,096,150.
The City announced the amount and availability of these funds via a February 19, 2016 press release and social media. Instructions
on requesting an application were included with all public notifications. The Jersey Journal published the announcement on March 9,
2016.
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All notices of public meetings and available funds were forwarded by City Staff to current CDBG sub recipients. The Annual Action
Plan Survey was closed on April 1, 2016 at 4:00PM. A total of 237 individuals responded to the survey.

Throughout the development of the Consolidated Plan and subsequent Annual Action Plans, citizen input is sought and encouraged.
City of Hoboken staff developed a citizen participation plan at the start of the 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan process to guide yearly
program discourse.

The City of Hoboken will host two public hearings every year as part of the Annual Action Plan process. Typically, these hearings
may consist of either:

1. A meeting to gather public input and funding for current program year;

2. A meeting to open a DRAFT Five-Year Plan and One-Year Plan to the general public; and/or

3. A city council meeting, where legislation regarding the annual action plan is read and/or considered for approval.

Also, each year, a public hearing will be held once the draft plan is complete, to solicit comments on the strategies and proposed use
of funds. Public hearings will be conveniently timed and located for people who will benefit from the program funds, and will be
accessible to persons with special needs.

Generally, the City of Hoboken provides residents many opportunities to provide input to the decision making process. Residents are
encouraged to attend and participate in City Council meetings, neighborhood rehabilitation/redevelopment meetings, park design
surveys, numerous boards (Historic Preservation, Shade Tree Commission, etc.) and public hearings designed to solicit public
comments. These avenues of engagement allow City officials to sense the needs and views of city residents and factor them into
decision-making actions. Recognizing and communicating the needs and interests of all participants promotes a sustainable decision
making process.

CDBG ANNUAL ACTION PLAN PUBLIC HEARING
March 3, 2016, 6:30 PM

Community Development Principal Planner Chris Brown provided a PowerPoint presentation to explain
the CDBG program history, rules and current levels of funding.

Aaron Lewitt — Hoboken Shelter
Shelter operates independent of Hoboken. Shelters usually are the responsibility of cities. He
hopes that the City can continue to provide funding for Shelter operations and improvements.
Services are enriching and help people step away from their stress. The food is good and the
volunteer services are remarkable.

Yvette Miles — Hoboken Housing Authority (311 Harrison) and works with the Boys and Girls Club
HHA- Generators are still needed as a lasting impact of Sandy. The HHA s still stuck in financial
need. Nothing at HHA for kids; no common space for children. HHA had to “fight for police
presence” in certain areas. Lots of kids from the HHA are now going to college.

When flooding occurs sewage backs up and smells terrible. There are often pile ups of sewage.
Kids do not play outside in flood prone areas anymore because of the smell.

Mama Johnson Field is not being used by HHA residents. The field is constantly being used by
Zog Sports and other leagues.

Boys and Girls Club-Superstorm Sandy impacted the Boys and Girls Club by tearing up the floor.
The building needs new doors and new windows. Kids need to come to the B&G Club, so a bus
would be a good additional service. There are several special needs children at the B&G Club.

Tina Russo — Hoboken Housing Authority (221 Jackson — Monroe Gardens)

No programs in the building for seniors. The building is run down, no upgrades are being made.
No security, doors are broken. Residents are scared to walk their hallways due to lack of
security. Laundry rooms are antiquated — the machines are constantly broken. The seniors in the
building are not living with dignity. The elevator was not working for over a year at one point.
The door dial-in system is obsolete. There is also no recycling in the Senior Building.

Annemarie Rizzo — Hoboken Shelter
Homeless residents need dignity. There is a significant population of homeless residents in
Hoboken. More funding, the better off people will be.

Toni Tamarazzo — MBS Housing Urban Renewal, LLC
The facility has 96 SRO units for men, 97% occupancy rate, 100% of population is LMI. A vast

majority are on some sort of special service (SSI, Disability, etc.). Many are referrals from the
Hoboken Shelter. The building has struggled with faulty contracting and needs major facility
repairs. There is a need to resurface communal areas. These repairs would allow the building to
have room for services that they would like to build out. They need funding for physical repairs
and the services.
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Angela Russo — Jerse Division of Community Development/Hudson County Alliance to End
Homelessness
Wants to continue working with the City of Hoboken to end homelessness and fill in gaps where
needed.

Marissa Musachio — HOPES CAP
HOPES organizational goal is to end poverty. HOPES has variety of programs, specific to CDBG is
their program serving children ages birth to 5 in their HEAD Start program. HOPES has been
receiving money from the City for years and has allowed them to sponsor enrichment programs
like yoga and soccer that students would otherwise not be exposed to. The goal for HOPES is to
promote academic, social, mental health and spiritual wellness.

Tiffany Kane — Hoboken Shelter
Serves as a volunteer. It's an amazing moment watching someone transition from their
situations. Loves being a volunteer. Urges support for the Shelter.

Tara Casazza - True Mentors
Question: How does the CDBG Program measure success? (CB: CAPER — Consolidated Action
Plan Evaluation Report — measures population served. Applicants supplied original numbers and
we measure the sub recipients on that number)
Internship Program and Club Mentorship program are great and hopes they will continue to be
funded.

Laurie Parsons — Hoboken Shelter
Shelter is amazing because of staff. They work with people who can’t be reached (because they
live on the street with various ailments) and get them housed. Housing is needed for the down
and out. Sickest people in our society should be helped first.

Lane Jacobs — Urban Renewal Corporation
Has worked with homeless for 25 years. Currently runs non-profit in a facility, Naval Reserve
Center, in Kearny that provides overflow shelter to people throughout the County - including
Hoboken Shelter. During emergencies (cold weather and snow) 30-35 people estimated come
from Hoboken. They provide a shower and 2 meals per day and a warm place to sleep. They
would like to fund substance abuse and Mental Health Services.

Joyce Adams — Hudson County Cancer Coalition
14-15 cases of cancer found last year in cases that would not have been found if not had access

to free screening. HCCC works with under insured and non-insured. They provide cancer
screening for free and also HIV screening. Would love to work with the Hoboken Shelter for
further health screening.
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Jim Nelson — Sharing Place — St Paul’s Lutheran (Je Ci
Located in Jersey City, providing food for households, serving bags of food and provisions.
County funding is declining, so making appeal to Hoboken for funding. Historically funded
through County and Jersey City. 75% Jersey City residents/25% County (including Hoboken)
residents served.

Jaclyn Cherubini- Hoboken Shelter
Thanks volunteers for their support. Running a $150k/year deficit so not sure how they are
going to make it to December. There is no more money and needs to figure out how to keep the
lights on, provide warm beds and a safe place. Last year helped 130 neighbors get housing,
needs money to keep services going — needs community support and City support to continue. A
Shelter resident names “Louis” was mentioned as being featured in the recent newsletter. Louis
was homeless for 10 years and 2015 Thanksgiving was her first holiday in her own home. The
Shelter is advocating for operating funds to continue giving people like Louis these
opportunities.

Richard Ward — Hoboken Family Planning
The organization has received money from the city over the past 4 years. They provide county-
wide service wide. NJ CEED funding screens for cancer and seems secure now, however that can
all change. As of Sept 1 they will not be able to screen for HIV; therefore that service is in
jeopardy. HFP will apply for funding to supplement that program and ask for additional support
in services. Will continue to provide medical support to homeless residents. Thanks City of
Hoboken for their support throughout the years.

Keith Jackson — Hoboken Shelter
Housing program in Jersey City provides supportive services to residents in the Shelter. The
housing program helps those residents maintain housing long-term. These are scattered sites
developments throughout Jersey City.

Reverend David Stump — Hoboken Shelter
“Here-here to everything already said,” regarding the Hoboken Shelter.

Moss Allen — Hoboken Shelter
The Shelter offers “more than a bed and meals”. The Shelter provides services such as an art
show with local artists in the public library. Also provides a computer workshop, which is needed
to encourage employment. Computer access is needed to become employed and integrated.
These types of services get residents into their own homes.

Leslie Neve — St. Matthew Trinity (8" and Hudson Street)
SMT offers lunch time ministry — which services residents with a place to stay and lunch. “The
homeless in Hoboken are different because we know their names and you don’t find that in
other places.”
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Laura Knittel — Hoboken Library
Is there a way for these different groups and service providers to talk with one another? Would
be great to have a directory or knowledge share (maybe City Hall website?) to share resources
and answer questions. Library receives a lot of the homeless population. Information would be
great as a tool.

Raul Garcia — Society of Youth, 1* Street Church of God
Works with Shelter, privileged to work with Shelter. Cuts hair for Shelter residents. Church runs
a coat drive and a show drive for the Shelter. Shelter staff is amazing and grateful for what they
receive. Employees feel kindness and love for working there. Homeless didn’t choose to be
there. Shelter residents and staff make him hope to be a better person, so we can't give up.
